Citing Electronic Sources - APA Style 

Web Pages and SC4 LRC Database Services

Order to follow when citing a periodical article in APA format

· Begin with author’s last name, followed by the author’s first and middle name initials.                        Cite all of the authors given in the order they are listed. If no author is given, begin citation             with the title, followed by date of publication. 

· The date of publication, in parentheses, follows the author(s). Give the year followed by the exact date. If no date is given, use (n.d.).
· The complete title of the article follows the publication date. Capitalize only the first letter of the                        first word of the title and of the subtitle.

· Title of journal in both uppercase and lowercase letters is next, followed by the volume number and issue number. The title of the journal and the volume number are italicized. Include the issue number in parentheses after the volume number. The issue number is not italicized.
· Pagination is listed next, followed by a period. 
· If the journal is retrieved from an electronic database, such as InfoTracWeb, then retrieval information is listed after pagination. 

· If the source is an internet website, list the date the information was retrieved and the URL. 

General rules of format

· Put one space after each period in your reference list.

· Double space between lines and use hanging indentation.

· You may break the URL between lines after a slash or before a period. Do not insert a hyphen. 

Web Sites

Citing an Entire Web Site:

Author’s last name, first and middle initials, or name of group author. (Date of publication or last update). Title of the site. Date retrieved, from URL [No period after URL]

U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration. (n.d.). Binge drinking in adolescents and college students. Retrieved                  May 19, 2008, from http://ncadi.samhsa.gov/govpubs/rpo995/
Citing a Short Work from a Web Site:

Author’s last name, first and middle initials, or name of group author. (Date of publication or last update). Title of the short work. Title of the Site. Date retrieved, from URL [No period after URL]

Articles or Other Documents from SC4 LRC Database Services

Author’s last name, first and middle initials. (Date of publication). Title of article. Name of Periodical, volume(issue), pages. Retrieved from name of database.
